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1. Congenial 

Kannada : ಸೌಹಾರ್ದಯುತ, ಮೆಚ್ುುಗೆಯ, ಹಿತಕರ, 

ಹೆ ೊಂದಿಕೆಯಾಗುವ, ಅನುಗುಣವಾರ್, ಒಗುುವ, 

ಸಮರಸವಾರ್, ಒೊಂದೆೇ ಸವಭಾವರ್, ಸರಿಹೆ ೇಗುವ 

Hindi : अनुकूल 

Meaning: Giving pleasure or contentment 

to the mind or senses  

Synonyms: pleasant, delightful, enjoyable 

Antonyms: unpleasant, disagreeable, 

unwelcome 

Sentence:  

• A couple relaxing in the congenial 

atmosphere of a luxury health spa. 

• He went back to a climate more 

congenial to his cold stony soul. 

• He was a most congenial landlord. 

• In Barbados, I found the climate and my 

duties both congenial. 

• His need for some congenial company. 

 

2. Prosaic 

Kannada : ಗರ್ಯರ ಪರ್, ನೇರಸ, ಬೆೇಸರ ಹಿಡಿಸುವ 

Hindi : गद्यात्मक 

Meaning: being of the type that is 

encountered in the normal course of 

events  

Synonyms: ordinary, normal, usual 

Antonyms: unusual, strange, extraordinary 

Sentence:  

• My diary entries are filled with prosaic 

happenings. 

• The truth is more prosaic, but also 

more disturbing. 

• The masses were too preoccupied by 

prosaic day-to-day concerns. 

• There's probably a more prosaic 

explanation of how it got its name. 

• Prosaic language can't convey the 

experience. 

 

3. Uptick 

Kannada : ಸವಲ್ಪ ಹೆಚ್ುಳ, ಲ್ಘು ಏರಿಕೆ 

Hindi : इजाफा 
Meaning: Something added (as by growth)  

Synonyms: increase, boost, gain 

Antonyms: reduction, decrease, decline 

Sentence:  

• There is no uptick rule in the futures 

markets. 

• Many hospitals noticed a big uptick in 

cases when kids went back to their 

classrooms.  

• Movies sometimes see an uptick in 

revenue after an Oscars win.  

• In some months, there's a slight uptick, 

and in some months there's a decrease. 
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4. Proximity 

Kannada : ಸಾಮೇಪಯ, ಸಾನಿಧ್ಯ, ರಕತಸೊಂಬೊಂಧ್ 

Hindi : ननकटता 
Meaning: The state or condition of being 

near  

Synonyms: vicinity, closeness, nearness 

Antonyms: distance, openness, 

remoteness 

Sentence:  

• The proximity of the curtains to the 

fireplace was a cause of concern for the 

safety inspector. 

• An attractive feature of the city is its 

proximity to long, unspoiled beaches. 

• If the past tense conveys distance from 

the speech event, the present tense 

conveys proximity. 

• With Sheen Mount Primary School in 

close proximity, safety is also high on 

the agenda. 

• The main thing recommending the 

commuter village of Uplawmoor is its 

proximity to Glasgow. 

 

5. Enervate 

Kannada : ಶಕ್ತತಹಿೇನಗೆ ಳಿಸು, ರ್ುಬದಲ್ಗೆ ಳಿಸು 

Hindi : शक्ततहीन करना 
Meaning: To diminish the physical strength 

of  

Synonyms: weaken, soften, injure 

Antonyms: strengthen, fortify, energize 

Sentence: 

• To sap the strength or energy of 

enervate. 

• Delilah managed to completely 

enervate Samson with the simple 

cutting of his hair.  

• The rain has enervated the rock wall for 

so many years that it's now just a few 

pebbles.  

• Watching too much TV definitely has a 

tendency to enervate me for the rest of 

the day. 

 

6. Auberge 

Kannada : ಆತಿಥ್ಯ ಗೃಹ, ಮಳೆಮನೆ 

Hindi : ऑबजज 
Meaning: A place that provides rooms and 

usually a public dining room for overnight 

guests  

Synonyms: hotel, motel, tavern 

Antonyms : Wilderness, Desert, Open-air, 

Eviction, Exile, Unwelcoming place 

Sentence:  

• They spent their honeymoon at a little 

French auberge that overflowed with 

charm. 

• After a long day of exploring the village, 

we were delighted to find a cozy and 

welcoming auberge for the night. 
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7. Turbid 

Kannada : ಪರಕ್ಷುಬಧ, ಕೆಸರು 

Hindi : गंदा 
Meaning: Having visible particles in liquid 

suspension  

Synonyms: muddy, murky, cloudy 

Antonyms: purified, clear, filtered 

Sentence:  

• The pond water became turbid from 

our swimming and splashing. 

• If you put it in a glass, you can see it's 

turbid. 

• When the water flows out it is warm 

but often turbid. 

• A turbid piece of cinéma verité. 

• We lost it in the turbid waters of the 

swollen river. 

 

8. Cavort 

Kannada : ನೆಗೆ, ಕುಪಪಳಿಸು, ನೆಗೆದಾಡು 

Hindi : उछलना-कूदना 
Meaning: Jump or dance around excitedly.  

Synonyms: dance, gambol, frolic 

Antonyms: stew, sulk, pout 

Sentence:  

• Spider monkeys leap and cavort in the 

branches. 

• Otters cavorted in the stream.  

• Cats that cavort in the snow, camp in 

the wilderness, sail on the ocean?  

• His sons, ages 2 and 7, came and went 

to cavort with their father.  

• They'll be enlivened by dancers 

cavorting across the lawns, through the 

playground, around the maze, and 

around the fountain. 

 

9. Compile 

Kannada : ಗರ೦ಥ್ಗಳಿ೦ರ್ ಸ೦ಗರಹಿಸಿ ಬರೆ, ಒಟ್ುು, 
ಒಟ್ುುಗ ಡಿಸು 

Hindi : संकलन 

Meaning: To bring together from several 

sources into a single volume or list  

Synonyms: collect, edit, anthologize 

Antonyms : destroy, disarrange, 

disassemble, disorder, disorganize, 

disperse, distribute, divide, scatter, 

separate 

Sentence:  

• Compiled the best short stories ever 

written into one fat book. 

• This allows you to create programs and 

compile them. 

• It took six months for the committee to 

compile its report. 

• The local authority must compile a list 

of the names and addresses of 

taxpayers. 

• This information was used to compile a 

disability index. 
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10. Envisage 

Kannada : ಊಹಿಸಿ, ಎರ್ುರುನೆ ೇಡು, ಚೊಂತಿಸು, 
ಒಳಗಣ್ಣಿನೊಂರ್ ಕಾಣು, ಚತಿರಸಿಕೆ  

Hindi : कल्पना करना 
Meaning: To form a mental picture of  

Synonyms: dream, visualize, imagine 

Antonyms : disregard, disown, reject, 

contemn, forget, ignore, overlook, burn, 

decline, deny 

Sentence:  

• Nobody can envisage the 

consequences of total nuclear war. 

• I didn't envisage this would be a 

problem, but I was wrong. 

• He could not envisage what life would 

be like without her. 

• I don't envisage working with him 

again. 

• Living the student lifestyle, it becomes 

difficult to envisage yourself in a
