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4. Aforementioned

• With the aforementioned reservation, 

I would recommend the movie for 

hardcore sci-fi fans. 

• The aforementioned authors have all 

created a new language, so to speak. 

• But as well as all the aforementioned 

loveliness, there is a tinge of sadness. 

• The aforementioned John Smith agrees 

to these terms. 

• The items are for sale as listed in the 

aforementioned document. 

 

5. Conflagration

Hindi : आग 

Meaning: an extensive fire which destroys 

a great deal of land or property.  

Synonyms: fire, blaze, flames 

Antonyms : secure, ceasefire, peace, 

armistice, truce, harmony, amity, 

conciliation 

Sentence:  

• A conflagration in 1947 reduced 90 

percent of the houses to ashes. 

• They burn in the conflagration of their 

times. 

• Neither man was that concerned about 

the conflagration.  

• Great powers can lead the world into 

conflagration.  

• Put out the small sparks before they 

become another conflagration.

9. Withal

Hindi : साि ही साि 

Meaning: in addition; as a further factor or 

consideration.  

Synonyms: additionally, furthermore, as 

well 

Antonyms: except, without, excluding, 

lacking, therefore, consequently, hence, 

thus 

Sentence:  

• She is fair and a wise lady withal. 

• She gave him a grateful smile, but 

rueful withal. 
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• The whole is light and portable, and 

ornamental withal. 

 

10. Pluck 

Kannada : ತರಿದುಹ ಕು, ಗರಿ ಬಿಡಿಸು, ಕಿೋಳ ಗು, 
ಕಿತುು 

Hindi : साहस 

Meaning: spirited and determined 

courage.  

Synonyms: courage, bravery, daring 

Antonyms: timidity, cowardice 

Sentence:  

• She showed a lot of pluck in dealing 

with the intruders. 

• She taught me how to pluck poultry. 

• What the Borders team lacked in class 

it made up for in pluck. 

• I pluck my eyebrows. 

• It must have taken a lot of pluck to walk
