• The drug must be taken within two 

days of the onset of symptoms. 

• Birds migrate to warmer climes at the 

onset of winter. 

• The onset of winter. 

• They discovered a treatment that may

• The wishful dream of living an indolent, 

idyllic existence on some far-off strand. 

• He brushed a strand of hair from his 

eyes. 

• Like a finger, a breeze pushed a strand 

of dark hair off my face. 

• A heron glided to rest on a pebbly 

strand.

8. Visceral

• A visceral pleural line is seen without 

distal lung markings. 

• Its decline is associated with renal 

failure and visceral gout. 

• Many of the photographs graphically 

show pain's visceral nature.
