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1. Confide 

Kannada : ನಂಬುಗೆ, ನ೦ಬು, ನಂಬಿಕೆ ಇಟ್ುು ಹೆೇಳು, 
ವಿಶ್ವಾಸವಿಟ್ುು ಹೆೇಳು, ಗುಟ್ುನುು ಹೆೇಳು, 
ನಂಬಿಕೆಯಿಟ್ುು ತಿಳಿಸು 

Hindi : गुप्त बात कहना 
Meaning: tell someone about a secret or 

private matter while trusting them not to 

repeat it to others.  

Synonyms: reveal, disclose, divulge 

Antonyms: hold, retain 

Sentence:  

• Why didn’t you confide the secret to 

me? 

• She confided her unhappiness to her 

father.  

• She confides she has not experienced 

the surge of joy after birth she had 

been expecting.  

• Our barman confides his uncle spent 

two traumatic decades behind bars and 

found life on the outside very difficult.  

• He confided a lot in me with his 

relations. 

 

2. Disrelish 

Kannada : ಅಸಹ್ಯಕರ, ಜುಗುಪ್ೆೆ, ಅರುಚಿ 

Hindi : नापसंद करना 
Meaning: regard (something) with dislike 

or distaste.  

Synonyms: aversion, disfavor, dislike 

Antonyms: appetite, affection, fondness 

Sentence:  

• I disrelish the thought of sitting 

through endless meetings on the 

matter. 

• She showed a clear disrelish for the 

task of taking on her coworker's 

responsibilities.  

• It was with some feeling of disrelish 

that I accepted Hawkins' shoulder, to 

assist me in steadying myself on this 

unwonted leg.  

• The height of her esteem for Urquhart 

was the measure of her growing 

disrelish for James.  

• Pretty women of late years approached 

the captain in his fatherly capacity, 

much to his disrelish. 

 

3. Accede 

Kannada : ಒಪ್ಪಿಕೆೊಳಿಿ, ಅಧಿಕವರವಹಿಸಿಕೆೊ 

Hindi : मान लेना 
Meaning: agree to a demand, request, or 

treaty.  

Synonyms: agree to, consent to, accept 

Antonyms: refuse, reject, dissent 

Sentence:  

• I am not prepared to accede to that 

submission. 

• We are unable to accede to your 

wishes. 
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• The authorities did not accede to the 

strikers' demands. 

• Management refused to accede to 

their demands for higher wages. 

• The housing authority has, however, a 

discretion to accede to the request. 

 

4. Excogitate 

Kannada : ಯೇಚಿಸು, ಯೇಜಿಸು, ಕಲ್ಪಿಸು, 
ಚಿಂತಿಸು, ಉಪ್ವಯ ಹ್ುಡುಕು, ಆಲೆೊೇಚನೆ ಮವಡು, 
ಕೊಲಂಕಷವವಗಿ ಅಧ್ಯಯನ ಮವಡು 

Hindi : पररकल्पना करना 
Meaning: think out, plan, or devise.  

Synonyms: devise, concoct, contrive 

Antonyms : imitate, reproduce, duplicate, 

copy, mimic, replicate, Clone 

Sentence:  

• The scientist must stop to observe and 

start to excogitate. 

• She's a master at excogitating reasons 

not to do her assigned work.  

• The scientist must stop to observe and 

start to excogitate.  

• It is always peculiarly fascinating, 

therefore, to subject to direct 

verification by observation, that is, to 

render palpable to the senses, 

something which we have only 

theoretically excogitated or 

theoretically surmised. 

 

5. Cloy 

Kannada : ಚಿಟ್ುುಹಿಡಿಸು, ಬೆೇಸರಿಕೆ ತರು 

Hindi : ऊबाना 
Meaning: disgust or sicken (someone) with 

an excess of sweetness, richness, or 

sentiment.  

Synonyms: oversweet, sickening, 

nauseating 

Antonyms : stimulate, excite, arouse 

Sentence:  

• Her sweet submissive smile began to 

cloy after a while. 

• The appetite for soccer would become 

cloyed. They are cloying our whole 

economy.  

• The dramatics are heavy but so skillfully 

handled that they never cloy. 

 

6. Dunce 

Kannada : ಮಡಿ,ಿ ದಡಿ, ಶುಂಠ, ಮೊಢ, ಮೊರ್ಖ, 

ಮಂಕ, ಮುಠ್ವಾಳ 

Hindi : मूर्ख 
Meaning: a person who is slow at learning; 

a stupid person.  

Synonyms: fool, idiot, stupid person 

Antonyms: brainy, genius, intellect 

Sentence:  

• It is very impolite to call others a dunce. 

• He was the class dunce. 
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• You'd have to be a real dunce not to 

know that. 

• I was a complete dunce at maths. 

• ‘I was branded a dunce, without 

question,’ he says. 

 

7. Injunction 

Kannada : ತಡೆಯವಜ್ಞೆ, ಆಣತಿ, ಆಜ್ಞೆ, ಕಟ್ುಣೆ, 
ಅಧಿಕವರ ಪೂವಖಕವವದ-ವವಗದಂಡ 

Hindi : ननषेधाज्ञा 
Meaning: an authoritative warning or 

order.  

Synonyms: order, decree, edict 

Antonyms : liberty, freedom, 

independence, right, unconstraint, 

clearance, privilege, consent, opportunity

  

Sentence:  

• They have obtained an injunction 

restraining the company from selling 

the product. 

• The owners obtained an injunction to 

get rid of the squatters. 

• We are seeking an injunction against 

them. 

• The court issued an injunction to 

prevent publication of the story. 

• The Attorney-General sought an 

injunction to restrain breach of 

confidence. 

 

8. Pitfalls 

Kannada : ಮೇಸಗಳು, ಹ್ಳಿ, ಅಪ್ವಯ, ಮೇಸ, 

ಕಂದಕ, ಗುಂಡಿ, ಖೆಡಿ 

Hindi : ख़तरा 
Meaning: a danger or difficulty that is 

hidden or not easily recognized  

Synonyms: risks, perils, hazards 

Antonyms: safeguards, protections 

Sentence:  

• The pitfalls of working abroad are 

numerous. 

• The pitfalls of live TV. 

• Or do you just want to point out the 

obvious pitfalls? 

• The pitfalls of buying goods at public 

auctions. 

• He pointed out the potential pitfalls of 

the merger. 

 

9. Glint 

Kannada : ಪರತಿಫಲ್ಪಸು, ಮಂಚಿಸು 

Hindi : चमक 

Meaning: give out or reflect small flashes of 

light.  

Synonyms: shine, gleam, sparkle 

Antonyms: dimness, dinginess, dullness 

Sentence:  

• There was a glint of mischief in her 

eyes. 

• The glint of gold in his teeth. 
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• The glint of steel caught my eye. 

• I saw a glint of silver scales. 

• An evil glint appeared in Will's eyes as 

she grinned at me. 

 

10. Propitiate 

Kannada : ಪ್ವರಯಶ್ಚಿತತ ಮವಡಿ, 

ಸಮವಧವನಪಡಿಸು, ಆರವಧಿಸು, ಒಲ್ಪಸಿಕೆೊಳುಿ 

Hindi : शांत करना 
Meaning: to lessen the anger or agitation 

of  

Synonyms: appease, placate, conciliate 

Antonyms: anger, antagonize, infuriate 

Sentence:  

• Amendments have been added to 

propitiate local pressure groups. 

• The pagans thought it was important to 

propitiate the gods with sacrifices. 

• Plotinus and Porphyry felt reserve 

towards participation in sacrifices to 

propitiate the spirits.
