STATEMENT-ARGUMENTS

In this type of question, a
statement concerned with a
political, social or economic issue
is given followed by certain
arguments in favour of or against
the statement. The candidate is
required to analyze first the
statement then the arguments in
context of the statement and finally
decide which of the arguments hold
strong and help formulate the most
appropriate opinion on the subject.
Strong arguments are those
which are both important and
directly related to the question.
